IN RE:  CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Mirabal called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m.  Roll call was held, and it was determined that a quorum was present.

IN RE:  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Commission Member Wolford led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

IN RE:  PUBLIC COMMENT
Mr. Clinton Chapman spoke, beginning his remarks by referencing an article in the newspaper Loudoun Now regarding upgrades and improvements made by the ownership at the Stoneleigh Golf and Country Club; Mr. Chapman noted that the work has resulted in major improvements, which have aided in membership retention and recruitment.  A fundraiser for “Hero Homes” was recently held at the renovated facility and was a huge success.  Mr. Chapman explained that “Hero Homes” assists wounded service-members by building homes for them; one home is presently under construction in Purcellville. IN RE:  BUSINESS ITEMS
A.  Comprehensive Plan
